Raising money is only one aspect and goal of our current pledge campaign; feeling the 
renewing spirit and energy of our church home is another important component.  This 
year, inspired by our fantastic Stewardship Committee, the church seems brimming over 
with feelings of “can do” and “let’s make it so.”   Our paradigm shift regarding money 
and giving has had us steadily moving from a world view of scarcity to one of abundance 
- even if we may want to attach a few footnotes to that abundance. This change in view-
point is extremely important for our faith community because “faith,” among its many 
meanings, might be described as living in possibility. 
 
I’ve mentioned before that while I would not describe myself as an optimist, I am a person of hope. The power  
of positive belief is well documented in its ability to empower and inspire, and, while we might be tempted to  
simply “believe in believing,” our faith, hope, and “possibility thinking” need to find anchors in content as well  
as process.  Whether our faith is expressed in Humanism and a bedrock commitment to human potential, or to a  
transcendent God, Goddess, or Higher Power, we are justifiably amazed as to what we can accomplish in the  
presence of hope and faith. 
 
About one and three quarter years ago I began attending meetings sponsored by Loveland’s Angel House and the 
nation-wide Interfaith Hospitality Network.  We’ve overcome significant obstacles in Fort Collins to see area  
congregations (and now likely ours, too) set to provide shelter for our growing homeless population. With Board 
approval, we’ll work with families who have already been screened as to their suitability for the program and 
we’ll assist them by offering temporary housing, usually for one week periods, four times per year.  I know this 
will be important for us to do, not only to help folks who need a hand, but also, as Sue Ferguson so eloquently put 
it recently, to transform ourselves and our church, benefitting ourselves by doing good for others.  This is one of 
the ways I believe we can continue to fulfill our primary purpose as a faith community:  growing deeper in  
wisdom and love, felt inwardly, expressed outwardly.

We are happy 

to report that we are coming closer to this goal!  

There has been a special fund set up and money set 

aside for this most necessary addition to our  

congregational life.  Many thanks to all who have 

contributed to this fund; your generosity will help us 

to expand our ministry at Foothills Unitarian.   

Why hire an assistant minister?  We are a growing 

congregation and we have an opportunity to expand 

our ministry in the areas of religious education, small 

group ministry, community outreach, church ser-

vices, social justice, pastoral care and membership. 

Why now?  Now is the right time for many reasons.  

We are a congregation of over 550 members and 

over 300 friends, and we continue to grow.   

Additional professional ministry staff will help us to 

realize our ambitions in the coming years and would 

greatly enhance our spiritual community. 

How much will it cost?  Estimated compensation 

would be $60,000/ year for a full time assistant  

minister. After a great deal of discussion, the  

Committee on Ministry and the Board of Trustees 

have come to the conclusion that a full time assistant 

minister will best fill our needs.   

Will this new minister replace Marc?  No.  Marc is 

this congregation’s senior called minister.  It takes a 

congregational vote to hire or release the called  

minister.  An assistant minister, on the other hand, is 

hired by the Board of Trustees.  The board will  

appoint a search committee, conduct interviews, and 

develop a contract. As always, the board will act  

under advisement of the congregation.

The Interfaith Hospitality Network (IHN) in Fort Collins has just passed a significant 
hurdle – they have secured day time space for homeless families at the Hope Center. 
This opens the door to participation of churches in Fort Collins to provide over night 
hospitality. 
Foothills Unitarian Church said YES in a resounding way on Justice Sunday April 11 
when 100 people stepped forward to sign on the dotted line & say that they believed 
hosting homeless families would be important work for our church!  With that level of 
support the Social Justice Council is recommending to the Board of Trustees that we proceed. 
Twenty of those 100 people were unusually generous and said they would serve on a Coordinating Committee for 
the project – 18 of them are already registered to take the IHN training being offered in Fort Collins this month. 
We will need the support of the whole church to collect a variety of items to make our guests feel welcome. Here 
is a partial list of what we will need (Please keep these needs in mind as you do your spring cleaning).

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Days of Remembrance 

The Congress of our country established the Days of Remembrance as 
the nation’s annual commemoration of the Holocaust and created the 
United States Holocaust Memorial Museum in Washington, D.C. as a 
permanent living memorial to the victims. Each year a Holocaust re-
membrance week is designated.  This year the week of observance is
